Subîect: Conditional Rclease of Murât ARSLAN

Honorable Minister TUNÇ,

With utmost respect, we write on behalf of the Luxembourg Association of Judges and Prosecutors
{Groupement des Magistrats Luxembourgeois) conceming a matter of grave concem regarding Mr.
Murât ARSLAN, the esteemed président of the Turkish Association of Judges and Prosecutors
(YARSAV). Our association is deeply committed to safeguarding democracy, upholding the rule of
law, and ensuring the independence of the judiciary, principles that we hold dear and that form the
bedrock of a just and équitable society.

Mr. ARSLAN, a distinguished récipient of the Vâclav Havel Human Rights Prize in 2017, has been
subjected to an unjust 10-year prison sentence due to his unwavering dedication to an independent
judiciary and human rights. For nearly eight years, he has endured incarcération, and it is with a heavy
heart that we bring to your attention the recent developments regarding his conditional release.

Despite meeting ail légal prerequisites for conditional release, Mr. ARSLAN's right to a conditional
release has been denied by the prison committee. His next interview is scheduled for next July, further
prolonging this unjust situation.

We have observed a troubling trend where certain prison committees are wielding their discretionary
powers arbitrarily, rejecting applications for conditional release without valid justification. These
décisions, based on vague and unsubstantiated grounds, are not only unjust but also discriminatory in
nature.

This sélective and arbitrary practice runs counter to the principles of impartiality and equality before
the law, fondamental values that we hold in high regard in our quest for a just and fair society. Every
individual's request for conditional release should be subject to fair, transparent, and impartial
évaluation, in accordance with established légal criteria and human rights principles.
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We respectflilly urge Your Excellency to intervene promptly in this matter and ensure that Mr. Murât
ARSLAN is afforded a fair interview and décision regarding his conditional release. It is imperative
that these décisions are made in a manner consistent with the rule of law and respect for human rights,
ffee froin any fonn of bias or discrimination.

Your attention and swift action on this issue are greatly appreciated.
